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Dear Parents,

Over the next couple weeks, the KIK classes will be
focusing on learning about time and date. They will be
learning lots of new theme-related vocabulary, singing
songs about time and making their own clocks to use
during class activities. Understanding the passage of
time can be challenging for young children and it can
often take years to master the concepts of elapsed time
and reading clocks. You can help your child to develop
these skills at home by talking to them about activities that
happen at different times of day or comparing the different
amounts of time needed to complete different activities.
It can also be helpful for children to start thinking about
sequences of events by answering questions such as,
“What did you do after breakfast?” or to talk about their
favorite time of day and why they like it.
