Dear Parents, 

Perhaps parents may have already noticed that their children 

occasionally have to read Chinese passages aloud while 

recording their voices. This is because SIS Chinese teachers 

are beginning to assess their students‟ reading and listening 

abilities through Edmodo.  

Although reading aloud is a crucial skill in learning a 

language, it is frequently being overlooked by others. 

Learning a language does not just involve students learning 

new vocabulary words or grammar, but it also involves 

students getting a sense on how the language works, to be 

familiarized with the flow of the language, its sounds and 

intonation.  

Students may initially find reading aloud uncomfortable and 

unusual; hence they may look for reasons to avoid it. 

However, they would eventually overcome that. In fact, some 

parents allow their kids to use phones, notebooks or Ipad. 

Proper uses of technology will definitely support students in 

their learning.  

We hope that parents can support this mode of practice, and 

to encourage their children to be comfortable in reading aloud.
